VOCABULARY OF HIGHER EDUCATION

m General Education: A pattern of courses that colleges
require to qualify for a degree (May include courses from
the following areas: English, Math, Communication,
Natural Sciences, Arts/Humanities, Social Sciences)

m Major Prep: Specific courses in one particular field

» Transfer Courses: Courses from a community college
which are accepted by 4-year colleges and universities

= Unit: equal to 1 hour of in-class time per week



VOCABULARY OF HIGHER EDUCATION

m Pre-requisite: Courses that must be completed with a “C” or
better prior to registration in a specific course.

m Co-requisite: Courses that are required to be taken the
same semester as another course.

m Transcript: Official record of your work at a college

m Grade Point Average (GPA): A measure of academic
achievement

= Aminimum GPA is required for transfer. Minimum GPA varies by
college/program.
