-SURVEY OF EFFECTIVENESS: 
 Survey asking how effective this committee is, how can this committee be improved and other concerns. 

Provides feedback about how the committee is run. 

-SPECIAL FUNDING FOR ALLY+ CREATION: 
 Special one-time funds can be used to make ALLY+ training feasible and that can survive long term despite 

having one-time funding. Talking about pursuing the possibility of creating a “Pride Center”. 

-BI, PAN, POLY ALLY+ SERIES PRESENTATION:  
 Made a training on this, which is a slideshow explaining the definition of bi, pan and polyamorous. Discussing 

the difference between certain identities and making sure the differences are very clearly communicated.
