3.3 Switching Writing/Reading Center (WRC) with Associate Faculty Space 

• WRC is currently located in room LIB-110 
• Proposed switching WRC with the associate faculty space in the old 

assessment center, room LIB-115 
• Currently WRC does not have line-of-sight which is problematic 
• If the WRC was in the associate faculty space, the room could be open 

when there is not a faculty member in the WRC to allow for line-of-sight 
• Would like to propose this idea to the Academic Senate for discussion, so 

that it is part of the strategic planning process 

3.4 Library Services Update 

• ASNC is providing financial support to purchase furniture (high tables and 
chairs) in the reference area of the library 
o Damon Nance will attend the next ASNC meeting where it will be 

discussed 
o Once the furnishings have been provided, we may need to remind 

students to maintain library etiquette & be respectful of everyone 
using the study space area; for some students, the library is the only 
quiet space they may have access to (equity issue) 

• Students can now schedule a 1-on-1 consultation appointment online or in 
person with a librarian (in 30-minute increments) during all hours the 
library is open (M-Th 7:30am-8pm, F 7:30am-4pm, Sat 9am-2pm) 
o This information will be advertised in the Regular Update and also 

announced to students in an email blast

• ASNC will be announcing an $80 book scholarship for 250 students (total of
