 Attend annual TRANSFER FAIR and TRANSFER CENTER WORKSHOPS to determine which uni-
versity is the best fit for you as well as application requirements and transfer process. 

 

 JOB SHADOW and NETWORK WITH PROFESSIONALS in positions you wish to obtain. 
 

 Participate in campus clubs  to gain TEAMWORK and LEADERSHIP skills. 
 

 Learn AMERICAN SIGN LANGUAGE and other foreign languages. 

 Gain experience by VOLUNTEERING or getting a SUMMER JOB at a camp, daycare centers, or 
tutoring center. 

 Obtain CPR and FIRST AID CERTIFICATIONS. 

 Join PROFESSIONAL ASSOCIATIONS such as the National Association for the Education of 
Young Children or the National Council on Family Relations to network and maintain current 
knowledge of opportunities in the field.

A CHILD AND ADOLESCENT DEVELOPMENT degree provides students an understanding of developmentally appropriate practices and anti-bias approaches to teaching, preparing 
students for careers in K-12, clinical social work, clinical psychology, school psychology, school counseling, college teaching, public policy, and/or developmental research. Students 
will explore theories and concepts about bio-physical, socio-emotional, and cognitive developmental milestones from conception through adolescence; individual and cultural differ-
ences; and common variations in development. Students will develop critical thinking, writing, and oral presentation skills in preparation to work with children and families.
